More specifically, you should be able to briefly, but clearly, identify (the WHO?, WHAT? WHEN? and/or WHERE?) in 1-2 sentences and state its/his/her significance (the "WHY?" or "SO WHAT?") to the History of Mexico (2-5 sentences). The two identifications will be graded out of 5 and each identification-and-significance answer is worth 18. The test will be graded out of 100 points and will count 20% towards your final course mark.

Writing Effective Identification-Significance Answers:
1. For people, “identify clearly” means stating WHO a person is (status, occupation, etc.). WHERE he/she is from, and WHAT he/she did.
Example: Emiliano Zapata was a horse-trader from Morelos who led a rebel peasant-based movement for agrarian reform during the Mexican Revolution (1910-17). He was assassinated by Obregón’s forces in 1919.

2. For other items, “identify clearly” means, stating WHAT an organization (e.g. PRI), movement (indigenismo, e.g.), document (Art. 27. 1917 Constitution, e.g.) or concept (modernity, e.g.) was.

3. State the significance means explaining why is this person, institution, movement, etc, so significant to an understanding of the Mexican Revolution or to Mexican history more broadly? (This is the "SO WHAT?" factor)
Some approaches include: What was the impact of a revolutionary movement on the broader course of the Revolution? What does the formation of a new institution tell us about its historical context? What were the achievements AND legacy of a specific historical figure? How does a fictional character represent a certain element of the revolutionary experience?
